A Junior Youth Ambassador position is available for youth who are in 6" grade through

9" grade.

By applying for a Youth Ambassador position you are agreeing to attend as many IDGA
events throughout the year as possible. Specifically, youth ambassadors are expected
to attend Animal Learning Day at ISU (April), the IDGA sponsored showing and fitting
clinic (May) and the lowa State Fair (August). While it is encouraged, youth do not have
to show animals at the lowa State Fair. The Ambassador will also submit an article for
each IDGA newsletter, generally four per year. While attending events you may be
expected to address the group of people attending.
